Anti-Bullying Statement 2007

You can control what is happening by  following the ACTION PLAN!

If you are being bullied or harassed in school… … … 

•
take a deep breath

•
look directly into the eyes of the person attempting to bully you, speak in a firm, clear voice and say loudly, “Stop that, I don’t like it!”

•
go directly to your teacher ( or a teacher on duty in the playground).

•
if the attempts to bully you don’t stop, report exactly what happened to the teacher.

Any further incidents of bullying or threatening behaviour by the sae person may result in him/ her … … … 

•
sitting in a “time-out area” in the classroom or playground

•
being “on detention” so they can consider the appropriate behaviour

•
being referred to the Learning Support Team including the counsellor

•
having their parents contacted and informed of their bullying behaviour

NOTE
If you witness any bullying behaviour you must also report to the teacher.
